(a) A locally accredited sub-degree (at QF Level 4) or a post-secondary diploma offer by
a recognized university or higher education institute overseas, or

(b) A locally accredited Bachelor’s degree or above (at QF Level 5 or above) or a
Bachelor’s degree or above offered by a recognized university overseas.

The qualification should be awarded by a university or institute where the medium of
instruction and assessments of this qualification must be in English. This includes UK and
colonies, US (mainland and territories), Canada, Australia, New Zealand, South Africa
(must be in English speaking, not Afrikaans), Ireland and Singapore. Other English-medium
universities in the British Commonwealth will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
