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Abstract

A screencast (SC) is a video of computer screen output, with or without audio
narration. The teacher can use SCs to record all of the necessary mouse clicks and
corresponding screen activity to complete a designated task. The captured video can
be accompanied by audio to create a multimedia presentation that clearly explains the
actions, thoughts, and supporting details of the instructor. The SC can be thought of
as a more versatile alternative to creating PowerPoint slide shows with voice-over.

In this workshop, examples of SCs in teaching science subjects in higher education
will be shown. The benefits of using SCs in teaching will be discussed. Participants
will have hands-on practice to create their own SCs using the computer lab. There will
be small group discussions to brainstorm ideas of using SCs in teaching science
subjects. Participants are also welcome to share their concerns in using SCs. The
speakers will present their own examples of using SCs in teaching science subjects.
